Audition Tips

* You can never be too prepared *
* Always double check: make sure that you are aware of the requirements
for every new audition because they do change. Read all of the information
they provide you.

* Don't try to cheat the system: If the audition requires a 32 bar cut of a
song bring a 32 bar cut of a song. Don't try to sneak in those extra
measures. That does not mean that you should only know 32 measures of the
song. You never know when the pianist will continue to play. It is much
better to be safe then sorry.

* Always bring extra material: It is quite probable that at an audition those
whom you are auditioning for might ask to hear something else. Always have
extra songs - extra monologues. It is also a great idea to always have dance
clothes with you even if the audition does not require dancing.

* Tf the audition does have a dance portion make sure that you are dressed
accordingly. Do not wear baggy sweat pants and a t-shirt. Even though it is
a dance audition you should still look nice, clean, and prepared. For ladies I
would recommend a leotard, tights, skirts or jazz pants, and a shirt /
sweater to layer with. For the guys I would recommend a solid colored 1-
shirt, comfortable pants (please steer clear of the pants that fall off with

each step), or dance pants. But most importantly - you want to be
comfortable in what you are wearing!
* For dance auditions, if you own dance shoes, you should bring every type of
shoe you own. Even if the audition requires tap, bring the ballet shoes. If
you do not own dance shoes, than wear tennis shoes that you can move
comfortably in.
* More tips for singing auditions:

Always mark your music clearly with the starting and ending point.
When you give the music to the pianist make sure that you show him or her
the start and end and also give the pianist your tempo (sing or speak a few

bars of the music).

Do NOT give the pianist loose sheets of paper. Not only is it not
professional but it makes it harder for the pianist to play and turn sheets as
well as that there is always the possibility that the music could fall of f of
the piano.

Don't try to make excuses for your mistake - they happen to everyone and
you just have to go on as if it didn't even phase you.
